     From the Pastor 
Dearest Brothers & Sisters in Christ, 

     As we continue the run-up to a new school year I have 

been pondering the busy-ness of it all. Families are filling 

school supply lists, buying new clothes, setting calendars, 

etc., etc., etc.  In the parish office we are being swamped 

with all of the paper work (reams of it!) required to run a 

parish ï especially its CCD, Confirmation, and youth min-

istry programs.

     All of these things that we are rushing about getting ac-

complished are important, but they are not the end in itself.  

In fact, not even the programs and activities they support 

are the end in itself.  A CCD program, a football, golfing, 

cross-country, or volleyball program, a music program ï 

none of these are, ultimately, ends in and of themselves.  

The end for which we have been created is to grow fully as 

human beings so that we can enter into true and complete 

relationship with God and with our neighbor. 

     (Aaaaaaaagh!)  Yes, I heard that cry in the background.  

Iôve often heard that cry followed up by, ñWhy does every-

thing have to be about God?ò  Well, I suppose it doesnôt 

ALWAYS have to be about God.  However, as St. 

Augustine said, ñMy heart is restless until it rests in You, 

oh Lord.ò  In other words, if you want to find the fullness 

of happiness, the fullness of meaning in life, God is going 

to be there in the middle of it.  Thatôs just the way He made 

the world.  Thatôs also WHY He made the world ï so that 

we could share in the goodness which is Him. 

     Now, if you want to do all of that without God, you are 

perfectly welcome to do so.  It isnôt how God intended for 

things to work, but He is very accommodating to those who 

would prefer to not have Him around all the time.
